years and younger as they can sit on
your lap. Lottery tickets for this year’s
recital will be available to pick up

starting May 13th - 18th.

There are no refunds or exchanges
for tickets purchased and all seating

arrangements are final.

Ticket Day/Ticket Lottery Guidelines

Tickets will be $25.00 each. There will be a limit of tickets sold per family.
10:00 Show – 7 tickets per family
12:30 Show – 8 tickets per family
4:00 Show – 8 tickets per family

7:00 Show – No limit

For those of you participating in Ticket Day, we ask that you adhere to the following guidelines:

❖ Ticket Day will run from 8:00-9:00 am at the studio on Sunday May 5th . We are asking that no one
arrives at the studio prior to 6:00 am.

❖ Each show will have a designated entrance to line up at. Please be sure to line up for the appropriate
show.

❖ ALL BALANCES THROUGH APRIL must be paid to purchase tickets.
❖ NO CREDIT CARDS will be taken for payment to keep the line flowing smoothly. Cash or Check only.
❖ Please remember that there will be certain seats that will not be sold at ticket day and will be held for

those taking part in the ticket lottery.

If you are purchasing tickets for more than one show, you must wait in each show line. Below are 3 ways to
purchase tickets for any additional shows after waiting in line for your preferable show:

1. Fill out a lottery form for the additional shows that you would like to purchase tickets for.
2. Each family is allowed to purchase tickets for one additional family. You may partner up with a fellow dance parent and

buy each other's additional tickets.
3. Wait in each line for the additional show(s) you would like to purchase tickets to.

For those of you participating in the Ticket Lottery, we ask that you adhere to the following guidelines:

We will be holding a ticket lottery at the end of ticket day this year. This means that you do not stand in line for ticket day;
you simply turn in a ticket order form with payment and we will pull the forms randomly then your seats will be assigned
according to your form. Please Note – Everyone is guaranteed their tickets, however, we cannot guarantee that all
lottery seats will be together. We do our best to keep seats together, but we can only find the best seats available

and together at the time your lottery form is pulled.

❖ Turn in lottery slip by Saturday, May 4th (by 12pm)
❖ ALL BALANCES THROUGH APRIL must be paid in full to take part in the lottery.
❖ Lottery slips will be pulled immediately following ticket day.
❖ Tickets can be picked up startingMonday, May 13th

To keep things running smooth and for the safety of our students, any female parent/guardian must wear a wrist band once
the show has begun to gain access to the backstage area. For all the younger students performing in only one show, you

will find your wristband in your ticket envelope. However, for our older students performing in all shows, a
parent/guardian must request a wrist band with the studio office, where they may not need assistance with changing once
the show has begun. Please remember these wrist bands are not intended for friends, but only for a parent/guardian.

FINALE (1st Grade & Up):
Any dancer who wishes to participate in the finale MUST have a recital t-shirt.

Dancers will wear their recital t-shirt along with black leggings and either Jazz, Ballet, or Hip Hop shoes.
The finale will be taught during class time.
The finale is at the end of each recital show.

Hair and Make-Up:
All hair must be French braided for the recital

(except for the younger students with fine or short hair)
Underwear should be omitted.

No jewelry or nail polish should be worn.



Dress Rehearsal Reminders:

● Please arrive 30 minutes before your rehearsal time so you can get organized and be fully prepared to
begin on time.

● All costumes and costume pieces should be brought to rehearsal, this includes all shoes, tights,
leotards, etc.We suggest you put their shoes, tights, and any leotards they may need in their costume
bags, so you do not forget them. Please be sure to put your child’s name on all costumes, shoes, and
accessories in case they are misplaced.

● Group and individual photos will be taken at dress rehearsal. Photography forms are included in this
recital packet. Individual photos need to be taken after your dances are finished.

● Please do not bring siblings/and or friends to rehearsal.
● During the rehearsal when you are in the auditorium, please be seated and keep the aisle clear of traffic

and keep the noise level down to a whisper. Each dance only has 5 minutes on stage so please respect
the dancers and allow them to concentrate.

● For your convenience, there will be snacks and drinks sold during the dress rehearsal and recital.
However, NO REFRESHMENTS are allowed in the auditorium.

● A staff member will be in the lobby for those needing to purchase or pick up tickets, purchase tights,
register for next year and summer camps, as well as answer any questions.

● Please bring your rehearsal day schedule with you to the dress rehearsal.
● Remember that the finale dances are done first for both groups at the dress rehearsal.

Recital Day Reminders:

● Please plan to arrive 30 minutes before the show starts.
● Dressing rooms will be located in the cafeteria.
● Due to safety, no one will be allowed in the backstage area without a wristband. Female

parents/guardians will receive their wristbands when they purchase tickets.
● Once the show starts, all dancers must remain backstage.
● We would appreciate you and your guest refraining from flash photography where it interferes with the

taping of the performance by our video company.
● All audience members will need to have their ticket in order to enter the auditorium. To be fair to all

parents that are trying to watch their child’s performance, we have asked the ushers to only allow the
audience to enter and exit between numbers.

● ALL Pre-School and Kinder Combo numbers will be performing their tap routine first.
● Pre-School/Kindergarten – Once your child is dressed and ready for their tap number, they will sit on

benches in the hallway as a class until they perform on stage. Please make sure they have their ballet
shoes in a zip lock bag with their name in their shoes as well as clearly printed on the bag itself. We have
plenty of staff backstage that will stay with your child and if they need to use the bathroom, we will take
them. After they perform their tap number, we will change them into their ballet shoes. Again, they will
sit on benches as a class backstage until they have performed. After they are finished performing, please
meet your child backstage. They will be sitting on their benches with the staff until you get there.

● Creative Movement – After they have performed their ballet number, please meet your child backstage.
They will be sitting on their benches with the staff until you get there. After they are finished
performing, they may sit on your lap in the audience and watch the rest of the show.
